the end, which will leave space for the ducting to extend in length when pressurized.

If the cable must be mounted less than 100 mm [4"] from the ceiling structure, the hangers
can be replaced with eyebolts. Eyebolts to be attached to the ceiling structure, and easily pull

the cable through the eyebolts.

In case of long fabric ducting, we recommend to install the vertical hangers first, adjust the
height and then pull the horizontal cable through all the hangers.

The weight of a FabricAir system is very low (< 3 kg/m [< 2 lbs/ft]). Anchors to the structure may
be selected accordingly (5:1 safety factor is always recommended).

In corrosive areas we recommend to seal all connections made in walls/ceilings, to prevent
corrosion of the structure. Always use approved paint/sealant.
